The GRUE kboot loader was previously installed to a disk that i=s no
longer present, or whose normally unigue identifier has changed for some
reason. It is important to make sure that the installed GRUE stays in
sync with other components such as grub.cfg or with newer Linux images
it will haswve to load, and so you should check again to make sure that
GRUE is installed to the appropriate hoot devices.

If vou're unsure which driwve iz designated a2 boot driwve by your EBIOS,
it iz often & good idea to install GRUE to all of them.

Note: It is possible to install GRUE to partition boot records as well,
and sowme appropriate partitions are offered here. Howewer, this forces
GRUOE to use the blocklist wmechanism, which makes it less reliable, and
therefore is not recomnended.
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
